Suitable surfaces (very NB!)

Old Plaster

The old plaster should be completely removed back to the cement shell. The entire surface should be acid-washed using a
solution of 1 part hydrochloric acid and 3 parts water followed by a vigorous wire brushing and flushing with clean water. When the
surface has been prepared as above, apply PoolCrete Primer.

New Plaster
The new well cured plaster should be finished off with a wooden float. Ensure that the cement used contains NO SLAGMENT as
this can cause discolouration of your pool plaster. It is always best to use a class 1 type ordinary Portland cement free of slagment.

Mixing
Make a slush coat by mixing Poolcrete Primer 3 parts to 1 part solution composed of 1 volume FlexBond to 2 volumes water.

Mix slush well and texture onto the old plaster using a block brush, soft carpet brush or broom. Allow slurry coat to harden
overnight and apply PoolCrete in accordance with the PoolCrete datasheet.
